Children Workshops

The aim is to provide after school arts workshops in 2013/ 2014 for children in Raglan
Whaingaroa. The range of workshops includes: drama, painting. murals, pottery. jewellery
making, knitting, print making. and clay art. We employ expericnced tutors and where
possible use voluntcer assistants. We have been vetted by CYP and have OSCAR

certification.

Who will benefit and what areas do the participants come from?

Children from the Raglan Whaingaroa area including children whosc familics would not
normally be ablc to afford the cost of them attending art classcs. Classes in Raglan mean that
parents do not have to drive their children to Hamilton. There will be after school workshops of

cach typc for the four terms in each vear.

How will they benefit?

Children will learn new skills and gain greater confidence in their ability to express themselves
through artistic media. The provision of traditional Maon arts will improve cross culture
knowledge. The wider community will benefit through the provision of constructive and

educational, afier-school activities.

Youth Workshops

The aim 1s to provide after school arts workshops during 2013/ 2014 for youths in Raglan
Whaingaroa. In the past we have provided bone carving workshops focussing on Maori
vouth and we plan to repeat this as there is a demand for them. We also ran a coursc on clay
art. In 2014 we plan to run vidco making, hip hop and drama workshops for vouth. The
courses arc design to meet the needs of individual vouth learners in a supportive and flexible
environment. We employ expericnced tutors and where possible use volunteer assistants.

We have been vetted by CYP and have OSCAR certification.

Feedback on Children and Youth Workshops from interested parties regarding plans

At our community feedback forums and member's meetings many people identified after-school
for children and youth. The Raglan Naturally community plan supports the provision of
children’s and youth workshops at the Arts Centre A 'student voice' activity has been undertaken
at Raglan Arca School to detcrmine what activitics youth are interested in. Cost is sometimes a
barricr especially for at nisk families and subsidised classes definitely allow more children to
participate. Past classes have been well attended and parents continuc to ask for classes to be

repeated. This year we arc increasing the kids clay art after school classes from 2 afternoons to 3

per week.
