NOVEMBER: This work is deemed to now have created a 
dangerous situation for both pedestrians and parked vehicles 
which are now pushed out into the middle of the road.  The 
police have even commented on the poor outcome.  A 
practical solution is required here that eliminates the public 
risk and vehicle risk of driving into the drain. 

FEBRUARY: Our current view is that we have replaced the 
existing culverts and maintained the existing storm water 
channel.  We do not currently have funding to undertake a 
capital upgrade and pipe the full length of this site as other 
parts of the network require the capital funding in order to 
reduce severe risks to motorists.  There are no-parking lines 
in place that people are choosing to ignore, we could look to 
enforce this and erect additional signage. 
We could look to programme installing a culvert for the full 
length of the storm water channel in the new financial year. 

FEBRUARY: General Manager Service Delivery investigating. MARCH: No update. 

MARCH: Update please. MAY: We are now looking at a Kerb & Channel option as 
opposed to installing culverts the full length.  Currently 
engaging survey team to check levels to see for Kerb & 
Channel.  Works will be undertaken in new financial year 

 JUNE: Watching brief until new financial year 

 AUGUST: Currently waiting to see if new footpath can be 
included at the same time as the Kerb & Channel is 
completed.

JUNE: Concern raised over weights of large beams being 
transported over Wainui Bridge and down Norrie Avenue.  
Who monitors this? 

AUGUST: Overweight Permits are scrutinised and processed 
by Beca on behalf of Waikato District Council.  Each 
application is run through a series of calculations to 
determine whether a heavy vehicle and its load can traverse 
our structures.  Once a permit is issued there will be 
conditions applied such as speed crossing the bridge and 
indeed whether or not that load can actually go over the 
bridge.  Staff are not aware of any permit issues being raised 
at this time as it relates to loads specifically going over the 
Wainui Bridge. 

AUGUST: Can the Community Board be advised when 
overweight permits are issued for Raglan?  
Historically, the Community Board were advised by email 
when an overweight permit was issued for Raglan i.e. when 
the Te Uku Wind Farm was being constructed. 

SEPTEMBER: Council has designated a number of overweight 
routes that together provide for the majority of overweight 
loads.  The current process is that the permit is issued for all 
of these routes (except for bridges specifically noted as 
Do Not Cross) for a period of 2 years.  Therefore it is not 
possible to identify loads that may be travelling through the 
Raglan Community Board area.  A sample permit is attached.  
Routes 11 and 20 are relevant to Raglan. 

7metre parking – 
Stewart Street Grass Verge

1. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
Delivery of the footpath programme is directly aligned with delivering Council’s vision of a 
Liveable, Thriving and Connected Community.  Council approved $500,000 per annum over 
the next three years to support the vision. In addition to this the newly released 
Government Policy Statement places a greater emphasis on access, as a result the New 
Zealand Transport Agency (NZTA) has implemented subsidy to support footpath 
programmes.  Staff have generated a prioritised programme that includes over 120 sites with 
a value in excess of $4.5M and are seeking approval to commence planning and construction 
for the 2018/19 year.  
 
2. RECOMMENDATION 
 
THAT the report from the General Manager Service Delivery be received; 
 
AND THAT Council approve the footpath programme for 2018/19 to allow 
planning and construction to commence. 
 
3. BACKGROUND 
As part of the 2018/21 Long Term Plan deliberations, Council decided to increase the level 
of funding for the construction of new footpaths to $500,000.  Staff receive requests from 
the public via Community Boards, and Councillor requests that are all captured in an overall 
spreadsheet that covers multiple years of requests from across the District.  Prior to the 
2018/19 Financial Year new footpath has been constructed utilising unsubsidised funds.  With 
the change in Government and the introduction of a new Government Policy Statement, a 
new focus and mechanism for funding was provided for increased access including walking 
and cycling.  The available Financial Assistance Rate (FAR) is set at Council’s existing rate of 
52%.

4. DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS OF OPTIONS 

4.1 DISCUSSION 

Staff have amassed a programme of new footpaths totalling $4.5M.  In order to derive some 
order out of approximately 120 sites a priority system has been derived based on the 
following:

The intent of the prioritisation and weightings was to provide a basis for decision-making 
that took account safety, connectivity (planned or otherwise) and an acknowledgement of 
community.  The intention would be to review the first 20 sites on the programme and use a 
‘floating line’ approach to the programme that allows for new sites to be added dependent 
on their priority ranking.   
 
Note that Newell Road has been removed from the priority list as a new 3.0m 
cycleway/shared path is being constructed that will link to the Hamilton City Council 
boundary and also the Waipa District Council boundary in the south as part of the Hamilton 
to Cambridge section of the cycleway.   

4.2 OPTIONS 

Staff have not been able to visit all the sites to get an understanding of full requirements, so 
costs allocated to each may vary as might the construction methodology and depending on 
where it is, there may be resource consent requirements.   
 
Delivery of the programme will be via the Waikato District Alliance and its supply partners.  
There may be options in the next year or two to package some works for the open market.

Kia ora koutou, 
 
Spring has arrived and with it our communities nomination for the ‘Most Beautiful Small Town’, 
Raglan is one of two finalists for Keep New Zealand Beautiful awards for 2018, alongside Waihi. 
Our community driven initiative ‘Plastic Bag Free Raglan’ has also been nominated for an award 
in the ‘Community Environmental Initiative’, the winners will be announced on Friday 26th 
October, good luck and well done everyone. 
 
Last month at our community board meeting the board supported the proposed parking changes 
for the CBD and for the wharf, a report will go to council’s September Policy and Regulatory 
committee for consideration. The recommendation is for timed parking at the wharf, a change in 
timed parking outside Raglan House from 60 minutes to 120 minutes and for the inclusion of a 
loading zone on Wallis Street. 
 
The congestion at the wharf was again highlighted by members of the community, this has been 
compounded by the boardwalk being out of action due its condition and subsequent work that 
needs to be done to replace it. At this stage I can report that council have accepted a 
preliminary design for the boardwalk, as soon as staff have a final design it will be submitted to 
Waikato Regional Council in order to gain a variation to the resource consent. A local initiative is 
currently being explored for a shuttle service to operate between the wharf, the CBD and rugby 
club, to help with parking challenges. 
 
I attended a stormwater protest on Monday 20th August, this was organised by concerned 
community members regarding the stormwater upgrade being undertaken on Wainui Road by 
council, concern was around the lack of iwi consultation as per our resource consent conditions 
and mitigation of stormwater outflow into the harbour. A community meeting will be taking place 
on Friday 7th September, Raglan town hall supper room at 10am. 
 
We had our Representation Review hearings on Wednesday 29th August, we had 4 
submissions from our community requesting that the community board area be extended to 
include the entire Raglan Ward, this was not supported by council as it was not specifically part 
of the review consultation document. 
 
Coming up this week is our Proposed District Plan Drop in Sessions, these are happening on 
Wednesday 12th and Thursday 13th September from 11am - 7pm at the town hall supper, this 
is open to everyone in our community, come along with any questions or queries you may have 
regarding the proposed district plan. 
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Council staff and I will be hosting a tour of our wastewater treatment ponds, our water treatment 
plant and a pump station on Monday 24th September, if anyone is interested in attending please 
contact me.
