1. Orini Bridge Footpath 
Footpath cleaning and/or resurfacing work required 
on the bridge footpath. The works need to be 
programmed in to the current/future budget. 
 
The Waikato District Alliance will look at steam 
cleaning this footpath in the 2019/20 financial year.

Waikato District Alliance (WDA) staff are going to inspect the bridge 
on 4 June 2019 to see whether or not the detritus can be steam 
cleaned off the footpath. Steam cleaning is more environmentally 
friendly as opposed to waterblasting. Steam cleaning would be able to 
be undertaken at the end of June 2019. 
 
In regards to resurfacing, this will need to be programmed in the new 
financial year after the steam cleaning has been undertaken. An 
accurate timeframe cannot be given at this point in time, as this work 
would need to be planned for in conjunction with other works of 
similar nature in the area. 
 
AUGUST: 
WDA have manually cleaned the footpath of any detritus build-up and 
rubbish.  Further to this, staff have completed steam cleaning of half the 
footpath with the uncompleted half due to be completed by mid 
August. 
 

2. Wright Street Pedestrian Underpass 
The Board reported that this square cut out of the 
seal was still gravel. Please advise when this will be 
resealed.
