
1. Lake Waikare walkway & cycleway connecting Te 
Kauwhata east growth cell to the TC

2. Lakeside development walkway & cycleway 
connecting to the TC

3. North-south axial link connecting the TC and old 
town to the Domain and lake

4. Through-site linkages in new subdivision

5. Alternate north-south link to TC and station 
(multi-modal)

6. Lake Kopuera lake walkway

7. Lakeside development connection to Lake Kopuera 
and Rangiri from TC

8. Town by-pass for through tra�c east-west including 
new rail crossing to  meet standards for high-speed rail 
services

1. Rail crossing bottle-neck conencting town 
north-south. Future re-con�guration will also be 
required to allow for high-speed trains.

2. New east-west street-block conenction to provide 
permeability and access north on Harrisville Road from 
Dominion Rd to avoid Ryders Rd rail crossing 
intersection

3. New northern gateway to Tuakau

4. New eastern gateway to Tuakau and upgraded 
intersection to allow town-bypass

5. Walking-cycling network north-south conencting the 
TC, parks network and stream system to sourthern 
residential areas

6. Walking-cycling conection to the Waikato River and 
reserves

7. Through-block connection and improved streetscape 
amenity to promote development 

8. Mainstreet and key axis of Tuakau: opportunities  for 
street beautifucation, tra�c calming (northern end) 
and parallel walking-cycling trail

9. New western Tuakau gateway
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
